Theology III, Trimester 3, Reflection Paper on Service

As a requirement for your Junior year at Mount Carmel, you are required to write a 3-4 page reflection paper on the service hours that you completed.  This paper must follow all Mount Carmel writing standards as outlined in Rules for Writers. 

The paper should take the following format:

Section One:  Description of Service

· Describe where you did your service and what you did
· Describe how this experience changed any consciousness—do you see anything differently? Do you understand the world in a new way?  Explain.
· What was it like when you were doing your service?
· Would you do it again, why? Why not?
Section Two: Scripture Reference

· Pick one scripture reference and address the following questions:
· What is going on in this excerpt?
· Who are the characters involved?
· What moral lessons can the reader take from reading this excerpt?
N.B. be sure to choose a scripture reference that you can relate to, if you have trouble understanding a reference or locating a useful one, see me.
Section Three: Connection Among Service, Scripture, and Two Themes Discussed

· How is your service related to Jesus’ life? (use specific citations and examples here)
· find two themes from class (Catholic Social Teaching, Pacifism, Conscience, etc) and relate those to your work.  Be specific in your writing.
